a) The Speaker of Murang’a County Assembly to convene as soon as possible
a forum of all stakeholders of the project including and not limited to Athi
Water Services board, County Government of Murang’a, the Members of
County Assembly, the Water Resource Management Authority, Natural
Environmental Management Agency (NEMA) among others to discuss the

following issues

i) Develop a common stand on the project and in particular to address

the key issues raised in Committees report.

iij) Guaranteeing that water flows in Murang’a County as well as

underground water levels will not be affected

iii) Guaranteeing against any adverse environmental and economic effect.
iv) Developing the programme to provide for benefits and water schemes
for the people of Murang’a to be implemented alongside the Northern

Water Contribution Tunnel.

b) That the CEC in-charge of Water establishes a Technical Committee to

evaluate and advice the County Assembly and the County Executive on the

design and implementation of the project.

That all the Rivers of Murang’a be transferred and managed under the Athi
Water Services Board as soon as possible to remove the confusion and
duplication of having two Water Services Boards managing the waters of
Murang’a County
