Scope of Application

Members of a joint venture may not also
make an individual tender, be a subcontractor in a separate tender or be part of another
joint venture for the purposes of the same Tender. The maximum number of JV members
shall be specified in the PDS.

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Public Officers of the Procuring Entity, their Spouses, Child, Parent, Brothers or Sister.
Child, Parent, Brother or Sister of a Spouse, their business associates or agents and
firms/organizations in which they have a substantial or controlling interest shall not be
eligible to be prequalified. Public Officers with such relatives are also not allowed to
participate in any procurement proceedings.
