AWARE, that Article 42 of the Constitution of Kenya 2010 states that every person has a right to 
a clean  and healthy  environment which includes the right to  have the environment protected 
for the benefit of present and future generations through legislative and other measures, 
particularly those contemplated in Article 69 and Article 43 (d) which states that every person 
has a right to clean and safe water in adequate quantities, further aware that Part 2  (10) of the 
Forth Schedule of the Constitution of Kenya 2010, recognizes that implementation of specific 
National Government policies on natural resources and environmental conservation, including 
soil and water conservation and forestry, are a function of the County Governments, cognisant 
of the fact that many rivers and tributaries within the County have dried up due to excessive 
encroachment and clearance of vegetation along the river banks and riparian land, and many 
households in Murang’a County who live downstream go without water; this Assembly urges the 
CEC in-charge of Environment and Natural Resources to formulate a policy on protection and  
conservation of the river banks and riparian land in the County.
